A HISTORY LESSON WITH HORNADY

�e start of WWII began when Hitler invaded Poland on 

September 1, 1939 and concluded on September 2, 1945, with 

the surrender of the axis nation, Japan. 

WWII was the largest armed con�ict in histroy, spanning the 

entire world and involving more countries than ever. �is war 

also introduced powerful new weapons such as the German 

Nebelwerfer ground based multiple rocket launcher, 

Bazooka, long ranged liquid-fueled rocket, Fritz X anti ship 

bomb (deployed by German Air Force), and the Bat anti ship 

bomb (deployed by the U.S. Navy) just to name a few. 

Despite the name, not all countries of the world were 

involved, some through neutrality and others through 

strategic insigni�cance. 

�e war consumed more civilian lives than any other con�ict 

prior and served as a backdrop for genocidal killings by Nazi 

Germany as well as several other mass slaughters of civilians. 

�ese included the massacre of millions of Chinese and 

Korean nationals by Japan, internal mass killings in the Soviet 

Union, and the bombings of civilian targets in German and 

Japanese cities by the Allies.  In total, World War II produced 

about 50 million deaths, more than any other war to date 

(“World War 2”, n.d.).
